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  Mowing & Sidewalk Do’s and Don’ts 

DO
· Edge and/or weed eat sidewalks and curbs.
· Maintain your yard to below 12” inches.
· Ensure that all clippings are cleaned up so that they don’t end up in our streets and storm drains.
· Make sure that tree limbs/brush is neatly stacked and away from powerlines for Bulky pick up.
· Make sure that alleyways are mowed and trimmed.
· You are responsible for 14’ (ft.) beyond your property line and centerline for alleyways.
DON’T
· Don’t allow rubbish, brush or any other unsightly, objectionable or unsanitary matter to accumulate on such lot or lots.
· Don’t allow grass or weeds to grow over the edge of any sidewalk or curb in excess of twelve (12) inches;
· Don’t allow grass clippings on city streets and sidewalks or introduce objects into the city storm water system.
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
