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System Expansion

In 2007, we installed over 32,366.4 Lf. of pipe and removed 4,267.5 Lf. of pipe. The removal consisted of
PVC and ABS pipe which is no fonger suitable for transporting natural gas. The remainder of Lf was due
to system expansion {2008 numbers have not been calculated).

At the end of 2007 we had 18.45 miles of PVC pipe and 4.6 miles of ABS pipe in operation. The entire
distribution system consists of 54.89 miles of pipe.

Conclusions

The City of Port Aransas Gas Department performed this comprehensive study of its distribution system
over the last 3 years and has concluded that a Capital Improvement Plan should be written to consider
pipeline replacement projects over the next 5 years. Strategic areas of the gas distribution system where
its weakest points have been located should be scheduled first on the list.

It is not so much a capacity issue; however, the integrity of the gas pipe system is. There have been
many recorded incidents of pipe and fitting failures over the last 3 years on the existing PVC and ABS
pipe that is still in operation.

Closing

The TEXAS MUNICIPAL LEAGUE - INTERGOVERNMENTAL RISK POOL (TML-IRP) surveyed the operations
and efficiency of the gas distribution system for safety on August 12, 2008, and we were congratulated
on our excellent compliance level, we received a performance rating of 98%. The Gas Pepartment has
received excellent performance ratings over the past 6 years. The Capital Improvement Plan will insure
that out gas system maintains its ratings and ability to serve its customers.
